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Montclair Railroad Trail  Access:

There are several ways to approach the trail, here’s two easy access points:

From Montclair Village:

Behind McCaulou’s Parking lot at 6211 Medau Pl. Follow the gentle grade up to the trail.
Parking: Montclair Parking Garage,  LaSalle Ave.

From Shepherd Canyon:

Bishops Court, walk to the end of the street and follow the tree-lined trail. 
Parking: limited street parking on Paso Robles Dr 
at Bishops Court.

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The Montclair Railroad Trail, stretching through Shepherd Canyon, was built on the rail bed of the historic Sacramento Northern Railway.  From 1912 to 1957 passenger and freight trains ran between Oakland and Chico.

In the 1970s community action stopped the construction of proposed highway 77, which would have replaced the rail bed with a multi-lane freeway.  The trail was created instead.
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Today, the Montclair RR Trail provides a beautiful natural setting for hiking, bicycling and dog walking with access to Montclair Village, and the residential neighborhoods of Shepherd Canyon and Montclair.
